The relevance of the program. Modern conditions of social and economic
development of the Republic of Kazakhstan require the formation of a
fundamentally new paradigm of the system of state management of national
resources, involving an inbuilt mechanism for assessing the effectiveness of the use
of the latter, including on the basis of updating the current model of state external
audit. In the context of the new paradigm, the state needs to reach a consensus
between meeting the needs of society and effective redistribution of limited
budgetary resources based on the synergy of the principles of economic and social
efficiency.

The main approaches to research: system approach - within the framework of
the ongoing research, the public audit system will be considered as part of the mega-
economic system, and the research will be aimed at improving the elements of the
public audit system; conceptual approach - involves the development of the Concept
of Public Audit Development in accordance with the strategic objectives of
Kazakhstan; scientific approach - the research is based on scientific concepts in the
field of national resource management and state management.

Purpose of the program — development of a new paradigm and concept for
the development of public audit, practical recommendations for improving the
system of criteria and indicators for assessing the quality of public administration
and the effective use of national resources.

Results of the program.

For the year 2023:

4. approaches to the methodology of assessing the efficiency, effectiveness and
economy of national resources use within the framework of state audit are
generalized and systematized;

5. The modern methodological base has been analyzed and formed and the
main problems of assessing the efficiency, effectiveness and economy of national
resources use within the framework of state audit have been identified. The
methodology of diagnostics of the state of national resources has been developed;

of at least 25 (twenty-five);trainings and seminars with students and other interested
parties will be held to assess the effectiveness of the use of national resources,
followed by the issuance of certificates; training manuals will be developed based
on the results of the study (with the receipt of an author's certificate); monographs
on the research materials will be published; reports at international scientific and
practical conferences will be published.

For the year 2025:

15. The scientific literature will be reviewed and approaches to the
definition of efficiency, its types and evaluation will be summarised;

16. The economic and social efficiency will be analysed as components of
the assessment of the overall efficiency of the use of national resources through the
calculation of indicators;



17. SWOT - analysis of economic and social aspects of efficiency will be
carried out, identifying strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and threats to the
development of the national economy;

18. A new paradigm of state audit and systemic assessment of the efficient
use of national resources will be substantiated,

19. Concept for assessing the impact of effective utilization of national
resources on the quality of life of the population and national security of Kazakhstan
will be developed,;

20. Critical areas of strategic and budget planning will be identified, tools
for budget stabilization, improving the quality and transparency of the state's
financial resources management will be developed;

21. A set of tools for budget stabilization, improving the quality and
transparency of the state's financial resources management will be developed;

22. The efficiency of the implementation of development strategies of
individual regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan will be analysed within the
framework of rational use of budgetary funds;

23. The efficiency of the use of budgetary funds within the framework of
the implementation of development programmes for individual sectors will be
analysed;

24. Directions for improving strategic budget planning will be developed. A
methodology for rating the quality of budget funds management has been developed,;

25. Recommendations will be developed to improve the strategic and
budgetary planning of spending public funds;

26. Foreign experience in the functioning of an environmentally oriented model
of state audit will be studied;

27. The Concept and structure of an environmentally oriented model of public
audit will be formulated;

28. An environmentally-oriented model of state audit will be developed by
improving methodological approaches to monitoring environmental costs of subsoil
users.

Based on the results of the conducted research, an interim report on the results
of the research will be prepared. In addition, reports will be published at international
scientific and practical conferences; articles will be published in domestic and
foreign peer-reviewed journals recommended by the CQAFSHE and articles in a
peer-reviewed scientific publication indexed in the Social Science Citation Index or
Arts and Humanities Citation Index of the Web of Science database and (or) having
a CiteScore percentile in the Scopus database at least 25 (twenty-five) and 35 (thirty-
five); monographs will be published; acts of implementation of the research results
will be obtained; training manuals based on the research results will be developed
(with obtaining the author's certificate);a round table will be held with the
participation of at least 5 representatives of interested government agencies and
other persons, with a presentation and discussion of the prepared materials;
educational materials will be developed based on the results of the study (with the
receipt of an author's certificate);a round table will be held with the participation of
at least 5 representatives of interested government agencies and other persons, with



a presentation and discussion of prepared materials on the results of the tasks set in
Astana.
